I currently have this quote from Bob Goff on my 
office wall and it is inspiring me daily. 
I think when we find ‘our thing’ it 
is hugely significant and can 
release an individual into a 
more purposeful life. I agree 
that God doesn’t have a 
rigid ‘plan’ for us, but He 
does have an adventure 
waiting for, and longs 
to embark on it with us. 
I always want the 267 
community to be a place 
where kids, young people, 
leaders, anyone, can find 
what God has made them 
for, what God has given 
them to do. It is often a messy, 
less-than-straightforward 
journey, but it is most definitely an 
adventure. Last weekend, while serving 
at an Urban Saints Spree camp, I met a young 
person called Mighty – what a name! Mighty prayed for us during three 
of the gatherings and I have to say his prayers were, well Mighty! He’d 
never had this opportunity to use his voice before, so it was great to see 
how it encouraged the 200 young people present as well as awakened 
something in his own faith journey. My prayer for all of us is that God will 
help us find ‘that deep indescribable need of our soul’ and we will use it 
to serve people, love people, bless people and release people.
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l Lizzy P has joined the 267 family and will 
be working for 15hrs a week helping The 
Haven grow. Pray she settles in well and gets 
to know everyone, we are also praying that 
Lizzy would find somewhere to live, and some 
people to live with, in the St Albans area.
l 10 young people, many part of the 267 
family, are getting baptized at St Marks Colney 
Heath on 10th July. There is much to celebrate 
and give thanks about this.
l We’ve just come back from our residential with the year 
678 group. What a treat it was; we discovered the joys of 
‘balcony dodgeball’, ‘living in the margins’, double ice cream, 

climbing giant chairs, frisbee golf 
and so much more. It was such a 
great time.

l The Haven has been chosen as part of the ‘Cinnamon Network Incubator Program’ 
which will give great opportunity for growth with access to business and funding support. 
Well done Claire for articulating The Haven mission so clearly that it got noticed amongst 
all the other entrants!
l In June we had our final Fuel of the academic year at Vineyard Church and it was a huge 
encouragement. A whole bunch of young people from different churches, quality donuts, 
a stunning preach from Ellie and some great community.
