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Mike writes… 
Currently I’m finding my thoughts reflecting on so many phenomenal times 
away at Felden Lodge. For those who don’t know, Felden has been our 
residential space of choice for around 11 years, and in September it closes.  
I would estimate we have stayed at Felden around 30 times and taken over 
850 kids, young people, and leaders away to experience a 267 residential!! 
‘Gathering’ is at the heart of 267 life. We gather in smaller ways, in bigger 
ways, we gather away and at home, and we gather ‘on purpose’ to invest 
in each other’s lives. I find myself looking back over photos from these trips 
and see so much joy and life in them. Time over meals together, starting and 
ending our days together, significant and intentional building of relationships; 
this has been where God has moved, encouraged, grown us and blessed us. 
The future of residentials is uncertain for us as we have yet to find a space 
that works. Many of you will know that our big vision/dream is to build a venue 
ourselves to resource youth and kids ministry that could be used for a wide 
variety of residentials, retreats, training, gathering, support and networking. 
Come join us at our ‘New Vision Evening’ on 10th July to find out more.
I sat on a bench early Sunday morning as we were about to begin the final 
day of our final residential at Felden. It was quiet (it was 6.45am and most 
teenagers don’t know that time of 
day!), and I have to admit I got a 
little emotional at the thought of 
not staying here again. But as I 
sat, I had a sense of purpose and 
focus, seeing the importance 
of our next step, our next 
venue. These times away are 
essential to our relationships, 
they bring us closer and give 
us permission to go further 
and deeper together. It may be 
the last time at Felden but I do 
not believe it will be the last 267 
residential. Watch this space. Pray for us. 
Help us find a home to grow and develop this next 
adventurous season of ministry.



l The Youthwork Collective from St Albans and Harpenden are having some amazing 
times of fellowship, unity and collaboration. God is deeply blessing our relationships and 
shared ministry. We give thanks for the Illuminate events and how they are gathering, 
connecting and encouraging young people and their faith.

l We’ve also been having some amazing conversations with St Albans Cathedral and 
they have agreed to allow us use of the Cathedral for an Illuminate event in January 2024. 
This will be a phenomenal opportunity to gather young people in a space that has seen 
Christians gathering for 1000 years.

l We’ve been hugely encouraged by a growing partnership between 267, St Albans 
Diocese and Youthscape. This is going to develop over the coming months but we are 
super excited to be leading ‘Youthscape Essentials’ - a monthly youth leader training 
evening, with them from September. 

l Our 678 residential happened in June and we had 34 young 
people and 12 leaders join us. Even though it was our final stay 
at Felden, our time was filled with laughter, conversation, water 
slides, games, duck hunting, chilling in the sun, random games 
and quality time. So thankful for this trip and it reminded us once 
again, of the power and benefit of time away together.

l Mike auditioned to be part of TEDx, a part of TED - ‘ideas worth spreading’. He was 
chosen as just one of 13 individuals, out of 190 auditions, to be part of the St Albans Tedx 
event in October. Pray for Mike as he journeys with the rest of the group and hones his 
idea, builds his script and prepares for the event.

l Mike joined 70 youth leaders from 33 organisations for the Youth Prayer Summit at 
YWAM Harpenden. It was 24 hours together in prayer, worship and seeking God’s heart 
for young people. It was such an amazing time and Mike got loads out of it.

We are trusting 
God for all we need and continue to sense that 267 is where God is calling us to serve and 
work. We are pursuing grants and other funding opportunities but we would love to pray 
for significant provision so that the team can keep focused on the frontline ministry of 
youth and kids work.

l Pray for FUEL and what it needs to look like next term and how it could link better with 
the growing Illuminate ministry. We give thanks for the groups that have benefited hugely 
from these gatherings.
